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Branding is the creation of perception.   

· Israel’s branding was THE LAW.

· Jesus’ branding was COMPASSION.
Compassion means to “suffer with.”
“When Jesus went out He saw a great multitude; and He was moved with compassion for them, and healed their sick.” Matthew 14:14 (NKJV)

“I have compassion on the multitude, because they have now continued with Me three days and have nothing to eat.”  Mark 8:2 (NIV)  -Jesus speaking to his disciples before he fed the multitudes.  

“Jesus had compassion on them, and touched their eyes: and immediately their eyes received sight, and they followed him.”  Matthew 20:34 (KJV)

Every time Jesus felt compassion he changed the situation!

“When he saw the crowds, he had compassion on them, because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd.   Then he said to his disciples, "The harvest is plentiful but the workers are few.  Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field." Matthew 9:36-38 (NIV)

What if compassion was our branding today?
“You will earn the trust and respect of others if you work for good.”  Proverbs 14:22 (TEV)

How can we do that?
First:  Replace religious TALK with compassionate SERVICE.

Second: Start with ONE compassionate act.
